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Hot Hair

Model Shauna has long hair with limited body
and some layers. Stylist Brenda Huss takes her
cue from what is happening in fashion to give
Shauna a big change with no commitment that
will leave her ready for any holiday happening.

ÒHair follows fashion,Ó says Huss. ÒEverything
was really raw and rough in fashion and hair.
As fashion has lightened up, we see more vol-
ume, movement and curl.Ó Huss places strong
waves tight to the face while creating lift at the
scalp and crown for a more modern twist on
evening ringlets.

1) Section off the nape at the occipital and begin by
pinching out a one-inch section at the side of the hair-
line. Spray on a thermal protector. Select 5/8-inch
marcel curling iron and insert it horizontally at the
base of the section. Spiral the hair from the grip down
the length of the barrel, wrapping toward your body.
Hold about 15 seconds, then unwrap the length.
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3) Working above the first sec-
tion, insert a 1-inch marcel curl-
ing iron into a one-inch-square
section. Spiral it down the rod,
toward your body.  

4) Again, switch wrapping
directions as you move across
the head to create clashing curl
movement. Alternate between
smaller and larger diameter
irons as you work through the
back in this manner.

7) Hold each section straight up and place
the smaller iron at the base. Follow the nat-
ural growth direction, roll strand down
around the closed barrel to create a volume
curl. Complete the top in this manner.  

8) The technique will create additional base
lift, especially in hairline sections. To fin-
ish, emulsify a styling wax product and,
working from the perimeter up, pluck the
curl formations apart with the tips of your
fingers. 

2) Moving across, take the next
one-inch subsection. Spiral the
hair around the barrel in the
opposite direction and hold and
unwrap as before.

6) At the top, from the curve of the head to
the crown, take small triangular sections.

5) Move to the sides. To avoid
splits in the final silhouette,
create a zigzag parting at the
temple to section out the ear
area. As in the back, wrap sec-
tions around a smaller and a
medium iron, alternating rolling
directions.
